


If the barrier is mounted on top of the pool structure the maximum vertical
clearance between the top of the pool structure and the bottom of the barrier
shall not exceed 4". Many of the pools are purchased with this feature that
attaches the barrier on top of the shelf around the pool but remember that the
opening may not allow passage of a 4" sphere at both sides of the ladder, deck
or between the balusters!
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Ladder requirements

O A ladder or steps shall be capable of being secured, locked or removed
when not in use to prevent access.

J If permanent steps are installed as shown below then a gate with barriers
are required at the bottom of the staircase. The gate must open away
from the steps and follow all barrier requirement on the following pages.

Vertical and Horizontal (Ladder Effect)

If the barrier is made up of vertical and horizontal members and the
space between the horizontals are less than 45" then the horizontal
members must be constructed on the pool side. Spacing between the

vertical members shall not be greater than 13". If the horizontal members
are more than 45" then the horizontal members can be on the outside of
the pool and the vertical spacing can be increased to 4"max.

A GFCI protected convenience receptacle isneeded 6’ to 20" from the pool and should be
connected to a general purpose circuit (not the pump circuit.) It must have an in-use cover.

No receptacles are allowed within 6" of pool.

Pool pump receptacle needs to be 20 amp twist lock type and must be GFCI protected with an in
use cover (6" to 10" away from pool.)

Conduit for the pool pump shall have a minimum cover of 18", of dirt or fill, on top of the conduit.
Pool pump receptacle shall be mounted on a post usually 4' x 4’ pressure treated.

Pool pump receptacle feed wired shall be individual conductorsin rigid conduit (PVC or metal.)
Black, white, green #12 THHN/THWN.

Pool motor needs to be bonded to the pool with a#8 SOL 1D copper wire.

If the ladder is metal it must also be bonded to the pool.

All metal within 5’ of inside wall of pool shall be bonded to the pool with #8 SOL D copper.
Bonding connectors shall be stainless steel, brass, copper, or copper aloy.

The pool pump shall haveamax 3’ cord with atwist lock plug factory installed.

If anew sub-panel isinstalled to supply power to pool equipment, it must have feedersthat run in
conduit with an insulated ground wire.

No overhead lines can be within 10" horizontally of the walls of the pool. There are also other
restrictions to the height of the wires which may apply.

Equipotential plane must be installed with #8 Bare Solid Copper 18”"-24" from pool, 4”-6" below
grade, and attached to pool in 4 locations

Pool water must be bonded with a minimum conductive surface area of 9 square inches. Bond to
#8 solid copper bond system
